Among Meinhard
von Gerkan's best-known buildings are
Hamburg Airport, the Christ Pavilion at Expo
2000, the new Central Station (Hauptbahnhof)
in Berlin and the National Congress Center

in Hanoi (NCC). Worldwide, his biggest and
best-known project is the satellite city of
Lingang New City near Shanghai. Construction
of the city for 800,000 inhabitants is due to be
completed by 2020.
